SCRIPTURE Ephesians 1:11-23 NRSVUE 
11 In Christ we have also obtained an inheritance, having been destined according to the 

purpose of him who accomplishes all things according to his counsel and will, 12 so that 

we, who were the first to set our hope on Christ, might live for the praise of his 

glory. 13 In him you also, when you had heard the word of truth, the gospel of your 

salvation, and had believed in him, were marked with the seal of the promised Holy 

Spirit; 14 this is the pledge of our inheritance toward redemption as God’s own people, 

to the praise of his glory. 
 

15 I have heard of your faith in the Lord Jesus and your love toward all the saints, and for 

this reason 16 I do not cease to give thanks for you as I remember you in my 

prayers, 17 that the God of our Lord Jesus Christ, the Father of glory, may give you a 

spirit of wisdom and revelation as you come to know him, 18 so that, with the eyes of 

your heart enlightened, you may perceive what is the hope to which he has called you, 

what are the riches of his glorious inheritance among the saints, 19 and what is the 

immeasurable greatness of his power for us who believe, according to the working of 

his great power.

SCRIPTURE Luke 20:27-38 NRSVUE 
27 Some Sadducees, those who say there is no resurrection, came to him 28 and asked 

him a question: “Teacher, Moses wrote for us that if a man’s brother dies leaving a wife 

but no children, the man shall marry the widow and raise up children for his 

brother. 29 Now there were seven brothers; the first married a woman and died 

childless; 30 then the second 31 and the third married her, and so in the same way all 

seven died childless. 32 Finally the woman also died. 33 In the resurrection, therefore, 

whose wife will the woman be? For the seven had married her.” 
 

34 Jesus said to them, “Those who belong to this age marry and are given in 

marriage, 35 but those who are considered worthy of a place in that age and in the 

resurrection from the dead neither marry nor are given in marriage. 36 Indeed, they 

cannot die anymore, because they are like angels and are children of God, being 

children of the resurrection. 37 And the fact that the dead are raised Moses himself 

showed, in the story about the bush, where he speaks of the Lord as the God of 

Abraham, the God of Isaac, and the God of Jacob. 38 Now he is God not of the dead but 

of the living, for to him all of them are alive.”

Like us, we know they were imperfect too. There is no life that is not messy and contradictory, 

often betraying the very justice and love we seek to embody. And yet, you, O God, promise 

that our labor to Love is never made in vain. 
 

Help us to lean on the witness of those who have gone before us, drawing on the love, justice, 

community, and faith that weaves us together, generation after generation – past, present, and 

future.
